~SUPPORTING HEALTH AND DEVELOPMENT ~
(Reprinted from the California Department of Developmental Services Website)

All infants and toddlers suspected of having a developmental concern including those "at risk" will receive intake
and evaluation from their local regional center to determine eligibility for services. Regional centers will facilitate
each family's access to local Family Resource Center's Prevention Resource & Referral Services (PRRS).

Eligible children for Prevention Resource & Referral Services are ages birth through 35 months, who are at
substantially greater risk for a developmental disability but who would otherwise be ineligible for services through
the Early Start Program. Effective July 1, 2011 newly referred families whose infants or toddlers are "at risk" for
developmental delay or disability will receive the following services through Family Resource Centers (FRCs):

e Information

e Resources

e Referrals

e Targeted outreach

FRCs will partner with parents and families to ensure parents remain an integral part of Prevention Resource &
Referral Services for each child. It is always a good idea to discuss questions or concerns with the child's medical
provider.

Babies identified as being at-risk who are in the prevention program as of June 30, 2011, shall continue in the
prevention program with the current regional center, until the child reaches 36 months of age, the regional center
has determined the child is eligible for services under the California Early Intervention Program pursuant to Title
14 (commencing with Section 95000) of the Government Code or the Lanterman Developmental Disabilities
Services Act (Division 4.5 (commencing with Section 4500)), or June 30, 2012, whichever date is earlier.

PREVENTION ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:

1. The regional center determines that an infant or toddler is "at-risk" for developmental disabilities following an
intake and evaluation.

2. Developmental Delay: The regional center determines that a toddler between the ages of 24-35 months has a
developmental delay in one domain of 33 percent through 49 percent at the time of initial referral. The
developmental domains a regional center must consider are communication, cognitive, social/emotional, self
help/adaptive, and physical.

3. The parent of the infant or toddler is a person with a developmental disability.

GETTING STARTED:
Referrals may be made, in writing or by telephone, to the regional center that serves your area.

If so, please give Parents’ Place a call (626) 919-1091. Our Family Resource Specialists are fully trained to answer
any question you may have with regard to navigating the health care system, and we have numerous resources to
get you to the best possible services for your child. Our facility also has a library loaded with books and DVD’s to
help you learn more about your child’s particular need, and we hold many trainings/workshops to assist you in
becoming a knowledgeable advocate for your child.

Las escalas de desarrollo en el centro regional se
enfocan en la comunicacion, cognicion, social/emocional, ayuda propia/ adaptable, y destrezas fisicas.

3. El padre del nifio(a) de 0-3 afios tiene una discapacidad de desarrollo.

A few safety tips from the U.S. Consumer Product Safety
Commission can protect children who plan to go trick-or-
treating this Halloween.

Treats: Warn children not to eat any treats before an adult
has carefully examined them for evidence of tampering.

Flame Resistant Costumes: When purchasing a costume,
masks, beards and wigs, look for the label Flame Resistant.

Costume Designs: Purchase or make costumes that are light

-colored or bright enough to be clearly visible to motorists.

¢ For greater visibility during dusk and darkness, decorate
or trim costumers with reflective tape. Bags or sacks
should also be light-colored or decorated with
reflective tape.

¢ To easily see and be seen, children should also carry
flashlights.

¢ Costumes should be short enough to prevent children
from tripping and falling.

¢ Children should wear well-fitting, sturdy shoes. High
heels are not a good idea for safe walking.

¢ Hats and scarves should be tied securely to prevent
them from slipping over children’s eyes.

¢ Apply a natural mask of cosmetics rather than have a
child wear a loose-fitting mask that might restrict
breathing or obscure vision. If a mask is used, however,
make sure it fits securely and has eyeholes large enough
to allow full vision.

¢ Swords, knives, and similar costume accessories
should be made of soft and flexible material.

Pedestrian Safety: Young children should always be
accompanied by an adult or an older, responsible child.
All children should WALK, not run from house to house and
use the sidewalk, if available, rather than walk in the street.
Children should be cautioned against running out from
between parked cars, or across lawns and yards where
ornaments, furniture or clotheslines present dangers.

Choosing Safe Houses: Children should go only to homes
where the residents are known and have outside lights on as
a sign of welcome.

¢ Children should not enter homes or apartments unless
they are accompanied by an adult.

¢ People expecting trick-or-treaters should remove
anything that could be an obstacle from lawns, steps and
porches. Candlelit jack-o’-lanterns should be kept away
from landings and doorsteps where costumes could
brush against the flame. Indoor jack-o’-lanterns should
be kept away from curtains, decorations, and other
furnishings that could be ignited.
